12. Mac OSX Services - Intranet (iWeb)

This document briefly describes setting up the Web Service to provide a
school Intranet on a Mac OS X Server, using iWeb to edit the Intranet site.

These notes suggest creating an Intranet user and housing the schoolOdntranet
site within this userOsSites folder.

This circumvents the need for intranet administrators (webmasters!) to logon as
the admin user to edit the schoolOsntranet. It also ensures that the Intranet site is
contained on the data drive, which is backed up regularly.

1. Creating an Intranet User

1.1. Open Workgroup Manager and create a new user called Intranet,
with a suitable User ID and password.

This Somewhere PS site provides a free framework which can be
modified for use in your school.
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Log on to a workstation as the Intranet user.

Follow the instructions in the downloaded ReadMe to copy the
Domain file to the Intranet userOApplication Support folder.

Lauch iWeb and modify the site to suit your school, then Publish the
site to the Intranet userOsSites folder.
If you are not using the Somewhere PS template, launch iWeb and

create a site.

4. Testing your Intranet

4.1. Sitting at a network computer, open a web browser and enter the IP
address (eg 10.x.x.27) or the domain name of your schoolOserver
(eg server.somewhere-p.schools.nsw.edu.au), and you should be
able to see the web pages contained within the Intranet userOs
Home folder.
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5. Providing an Index page for Students and Teachers

While every user on your server has a web site accessible at the address:
http://servername/~username/, it is far more user-friendly to provide an
index page which has links to each userOsweb site.

The xSUIM utility provides not only a tool to import users from a school
OASIS server, or a spreadsheet, but also a tool to generate index pages
with a link to each student and teacher in your school.

The Somewhere PS Intranet template includes a link to an xsuim folder
containing an xweb folder, with links to example users in the template.

Simply copy the xsuim folder to the Intranet userOsSites folder, then modify
the link to this xsuim folder with the correct address within your iWeb
template.
